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Based in Portland, Oregon, Francisco Salgado is a respected artist widely recognized for both his photography and 
his bronze, ceramic, stone, metal, and wood sculptures which draw symbiotic relationships between material forms 
and their surrounding environment.

Born in Mexico City, Mexico, Salgado arrived in the United States in 1985, and soon earned both a Bachelor of Fine 
Arts degree in Photography and a Master’s of Fine Arts degree in Sculpture from the University of Oregon. He later 
went on to teach both disciplines of study at Clark College in Vancouver, Washington, and at Portland Community 
College.

Salgado has received widespread acclaim for his work. A past winner of the prestigious Jan Zach award for sculpture, 
Francisco has exhibited his work internationally. Locally, his steel sculpture “Artery” is part of the permanent collec-
tion at Portland Community College’s Rock Creek campus and his large-scale steel sculpture “Jump” is currently on 
display as part of the Arts Council of Lake Oswego’s Gallery Without Walls. An exciting new piece – a 15’ x 15’ 
painted steel sculpture representing a family – is scheduled to make its debut at the Maryhill Museum of Art in May 
2009.

Sculpting is not the only thing that keeps Salgado busy however, as he and wife Kim Campbell are also established 
photographers. Together, they have owned and operated the acclaimed Campbell Salgado Studio since 1995.

While initially he photographed a wide range of subjects, Francisco quickly found a niche with pregnancy portrai-
ture. And when formerly expectant mothers began returning to the studio with infants in tow, a new specialty was 
born: family portraits. Since then, Campbell Salgado Studio has catered to expectant and growing families, providing 
both in-studio and in-home portrait photography services throughout Oregon and SW Washington.

Known for his ability to put clients of all ages at ease, Salgado encourages everyone – parents, babies and children – 
to be themselves in front of camera. �e resulting images look completely natural and not at all staged. Not surpris-
ingly, delighted families often return to be photographed by Francisco year after year. A number of Portland-area 
businesses – including Henny Penny, Clogs-n-More and Grand Central Bakery – also proudly display Salgado’s 
photography, and Campbell Salgado imagery has been featured in the NW Natural Street of Dreams for the past 
two years.

In 2005, Campbell Salgado Studio left its original location – a warehouse loft space in inner Southeast Portland – 
and moved to an inviting 1908 home in Portland’s Sellwood neighborhood. Within a year, Salgado and his wife and 
business partner, Kim Campbell, had transformed each room with carefully chosen colors and natural lighting, 
establishing the perfect setting for creating memorable portraits. �ey then shifted their focus outdoors and trans-
formed the home’s backyard into an outdoor photography oasis. �eir idyllic “portrait garden” owes much of its 
beauty to Salgado, who is responsible to the richly colored concrete walls, the one-of-a-kind steel water feature, and 
the inviting children’s sandbox.
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
